CLUNES STRUCTURE PLAN 
 

 The Hepburn Planning Scheme contains a óstructure planô 

for each of the 5 main towns throughout the Shire and these 

plans, originally prepared in 1998-99, have been subject to 

review. Included in the Planning Scheme is the Clunes 

Structure Plan. Any review of the Structure Plans as contained 

in the Planning Scheme requires an amendment to the Scheme. 

This involves placing the amendment on exhibition and giving 

people the opportunity to make submissions. 
 

 The structure plans do not include rezoning of any land but 

they do identify areas where it is proposed to investigate a 

change of zoning or the use of an overlay (such as a Heritage or 

Significant Landscape Overlay). 
 

 Council has now completed the preparation of the óHepburn 

Structure Plan Reviewô and as part of the Planning Scheme 

Amendment process has considered a large number of 

submissions, including 15 from Clunes residents. A common 

concern expressed in a number of the Clunes submissions was 

the reference to ómedium density housingô. This has now been 

qualified to read ódwellings for small households eg the elderlyô 

on the basis that there is a need to accommodate the needs of an 

ageing population. Any proposal to rezone land that will 

facilitate this strategy would still be subject to the normal 

planning processes and any individual development proposal 

would require planning permit approval in heritage overlay 

areas. 
 

COUNCIL BUDGET  
 

Council adopted its Budget for 2008/2009 at a Special Meeting 

held at the end of July and some of the initiatives include: 

Major repairs to the Clunes Library and the Clunes Museum 

verandahs 

Construction of a new footpath in Fraser Street between 

Service St and the Government Bridge at Keebles 

Provision of a Rotunda in Collins Place, subject to 

matching government funding 

A ótop upô of the Pensioner Remission Scheme by $20 

Reduction in the fixed Municipal Charge from $44 to $22 per 

property

 In considering the budget and in recognition of the effects of 

the ongoing drought the Farm Rate was reduced from 80% to 

70% of the General Rate. The ólossô of rate revenue by this 

reduction was met through an increase in the Vacant Land rate. 

An amount of $91,000 was also provided to assist sporting & 

recreational bodies in improving their facilities.
