Whilst it is important that the 

community are involved in the future of the creek, there is a 

range of issues regarding funding, stream flow, maintenance and 

volunteer safety that require careful consideration. At this stage, 

whilst vitally interested in the future of the creek, the CTDA 

does not see its role as being a land manager nor does it have the 

necessary expertise or funds to manage a stream bed.  
 

 The Australian Government has grants available through the 

Department of Families, Housing, Community Services and 

Indigenous Affairs of up to $5,000.
